Initially, she was calm and lucid. She stated that she realized it was not such a good
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idea to tell the judge that he gave new meaning to the word "idiot."

Q.
Did she remain calm and lucid throughout the interview?

A.
Well, no. When she was told the judge had granted her work release she became very agitated. She started screaming obscenities and throwing things. She had to be sedated.
